Today the cost of educating 
one seminarian is $36,000 per year, which includes tuition, 
room and board, health insurance and other needs.  With 
21 seminarians, the fund can no longer cover the cost of 
educating all of them.  We need your help!                 
The diocese invites you to consider partnering with them 
in preparing these young men for the priesthood.  Your 
contributions will be used to pay the cost of educating our 
seminarians this year.
