Gospel Meditation
Encourage Deeper Understanding of Scripture

“Then he said to Thomas, ‘Put your finger here and see my hands,
and bring your hand and put it into my side, and do not be
unbelieving, but believe.” (John 20:27)

In my early 20s, | volunteered at a parish youth group. | withessed
teens encountering Jesus with a fresh, romantic wonder that
reminded me of my own teenage conversion. But something had
changed in me. | was quietly jaded and cynical. When teens shared
stories of encountering Christ, I'd want to sarcastically murmur,
“Well, good for you.” | had grown suspicious of the zeal | once knew.

Then we brought the group on a pilgrimage. | was standing in an old
church in France, ignoring a long-winded tour guide. | found myself
before a crucifix. In that moment, | heard something, not audibly,
but unmistakably in my heart: “I came to be your friend... and you
wish to be my enemy? Why do you stand far from me? | suffer
gladly for you. | was pierced for you. Why do you run from me?” My
heart opened. | saw how cold and cynical | had become. But Jesus
had not given up on me. He had returned, and his mercy broke
through.

So | can relate to the scoffing — and transformation — of Thomas
when the Risen Jesus presents his wounds for inspection. Thomas
is not simply doubting; he is guarded, suspicious, even cynical. But
Jesus comes to him. No lecture. Just understanding and mercy. He
invites Thomas to touch his wounds. This burns away his cynicism
like the morning mist.

Divine Mercy Challenge: This week, rejoice with someone who is
newly alive in faith. If your own heart has grown skeptical or tired,
ask Jesus to help you. He will.

Within Thy Wounds

The prayer | love best in the world is the Anima Christi. This
private, devotional litany of supplication, begins with the
phrase “anima Christi, sanctifica me” (“soul of Christ, sanctify
me”) and continues on to appeal individually to each aspect of
Our Lord’s crucified flesh: “Body of Christ, save me; blood of
Christ, inebriate me; water from Christ’s side, wash me; passion
of Christ, strengthen me; Oh good Jesus, hear me.”

Then comes my favorite part: “within thy wounds hide me.”

The Anima Christi is a prayer traditionally said after receiving
Holy Communion. The ancient Celts spoke of /iminal

places, where the veil separating this world from the next

is particularly thin, and | believe the moments immediately
following the reception of Holy Communion, when the Host
is dissolving on my tongue, create a liminal place. When | am
in that place, | am as intimately connected to God as | can be
while my heart is still beating.

And when | am there, holding God within me, what are the
words that | speak? It’s overwhelming to think about. What
could possibly be right to say?

There is no right or wrong answer, | suppose. But the best
words | can think of are these: “Within thy wounds, Lord, hide
me.”

Question:

Where did the Feast of Divine Mercy
come from?

Answer:

If you were born well before the year
2000, you know the Feast of Divine Mercy
has not always been celebrated in the
Church. In the early 1900s, a young Polish
nun began receiving private revelations.
Jesus appeared to her during her times
of prayer, speaking a message of mercy
and love for the world. She received a set
of prayers — the Divine Mercy Chaplet

— and the request to have a feast day
established to remind the Church of the
mercy of God. St. Faustina died in 1938,
on the cusp of war and in the midst of
one of the most violent centuries in the
history of the world.

Her story and her diaries began
circulating in Poland and beyond. It
quickly became apparent that this was

a holy young women, and the cause for
her canonization opened. In the year
2000, she was canonized by the first-
ever Polish pope, St. John Paul Il. On

her canonization day, he established the
second Sunday of Easter as Divine Mercy
Sunday, “a perennial invitation to the
Christian world to face, with confidence
in divine benevolence, the difficulties and
trials that mankind with experience in the
years to come.”
